
 
 

BY-LAW NUMBER 2017- 
 

A By-law of The Corporation of the City of Barrie to 
amend By-law 2017-014 with respect to the 
establishment and requirement of the payment of 
fees for information, services, activities and use of 
City property. 

 
 WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Barrie may pass by-laws establishing and 
requiring the payment of fees for information, services, activities and use of City property;  
 
 AND WHEREAS Section 391 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, as amended, provides for a 
municipality to pass by-laws imposing fees or charges on persons for services and activities provided or 
done by or on behalf of it, for cost payable by it for services or activities provided or done by or on behalf 
of any other municipality or local board, and for the use of its property including property under its control; 
 
 AND WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Barrie enacted By-law 2017-014 
with respect to the establishment and requirement of the payment of fees for information, services, 
activities and use of City property; 
 
 AND WHEREAS pursuant to motion 17-G-234, the Council of The Corporation of the City of 
Barrie deems it expedient to amend By-law 2017-014. 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, the Council of The Corporation of the City of Barrie hereby enacts as follows: 
 
1. THAT By-law Number 2017-014 be amended by deleting Schedule “J” and replacing it with 

Schedule “J” attached hereto, forming part of this by-law. 
 
2. THAT this By-law shall come into force and effect immediately upon the passing thereof.
