This Memorandum provides members of Council with an update on the City of Barrie public beaches and 
this summer season's operations. The City of Barrie Waterfront Lifeguards will be officially off duty for 
another season as of 5:30pm on the following dates:

Swim buoy lines, including the drop-off markers, will be removed for the season Wednesday, September 
4th (weather dependent) at Tyndale, Minet’s Point, Johnson’s and Centennial Beaches.  The swim buoy 
lines mark the designated swimming areas recommended for swimming. The accessibility mat at 
Centennial Beach will be removed at this time as well.
