The purpose of this Memorandum is to provide members of Council with an update concerning key 
programming, rentals, and special event activities taking place during the month of April.  The calendar in 
Appendix ‘A’ represents a summary of larger planned events taking place throughout our many recreation 
and cultural venues next month.
