Located in the older suburban neighbourhoods of mostly nidsize cities, Stressed in Suburbia offers a portrait of busy,
working families in the burbs. Nearly 80 percent of households own their homes, a nrix of singles, semris and row
houses typically built betw een 1960 and 2000. An above-average tw o-thirds are third-plus-generation Canadians. But
their streets are hardly honmogenous: Households may contain couples, families with children and lone-parent fanilies;
maintainers range in age from25 to 54; and children include toddlers and teenagers. Despite moderate educations that
rarely go beyond college, many households enjoy solid nidscale incomes thanks to the presence of two wage-earners.
Most segment menrbers hold blue-collar or service sector jobs. Given the variety of households in Stressed in Suburbia,
top-scoring leisure pursuits range fromoutdoor sports like cross-country skiing and golf to cultural activities like
attending country music concerts and dinner theatres. With their tendency for Introspection & Epathy, they seek to
understand others in a non-judgmental way, and they score high for donating to cultural, environmental and international
organizations.

Conrprising nore than a million people, Family Mode is one of the largest segments—and growing. Homre to large,
suburban fanlies living in recently built houses, this lifestyle is rooted in midsize cities surrounding large metro areas. lts
neighbourhoods are filled with meintainers between 35 and 54, and children over the age of 10. These middle-aged
adults have used their mostly high school and college educations to land a variety of decent-paying jobs—fromblue-
collar to management level—in industries like retail, public administration, education and health. Thanks to dual-income
households, their upper-middle incomes allow themto purchase single-detached houses valued at nearly $450,000—
close to the national average. As in other suburban family segments, sports are central to the Family Mode lifestyle,
with many garages filled with skiing, golfing and hockey equipment as well as notorcycles, boats and canping trailers.
Family Mode menbers make an Efort Tow ard Health, often working out at fitness clubs and enroliing their kids in
soccer, swinming and ice skating clubs.

Found in mostly smell- and medium size cities, Juggling Acts features a rix of younger singles and young fanilies, with
higher-than-average rates for divorced and separated individuals as well as lone-parent fanilies. In their established
neighbourhoods, half the householders are renters, typically living in semris, row's, duplexes and low-rise apartments.
Thanks to a high percentage of maintainers under the age of 35, a youthful energy pervades this lifestyle. Despite
modest educational achievement—a mix of grade 9, high school and college graduates—the adults have decent-paying
service sector and blue-collar jobs. But this is a transient group—half the residents have noved in the past five years—
and they’re alw ays on the lookout for better opportunities. Many rely on their cars for commuting to work and pursuing
leisure activities in the city and countryside. In Juggling Acts, residents have high rates for enjoying billiards and martial
arts, canping and snow boarding. Their idea of a weekend splurge is going to a sporting event, conmrunity theatre, craft
show or nusic festival. Members of this group regularly seek ways to save nmoney, and they would not pay nmore for
brand name products (Brand Apathy).

The nost econonically challenged of all segments, Just Getting By is homre to younger, low -income singles and single-
parent families located in large cities like London, St. Catharines, Windsor and Halifax. In their dense neighbourhoods,
nearly 45 percent of maintainers are under 45 years old. More than half are single, divorced or separated, and over a
third are lone-parent fanilies, typically with younger children. Residents tend to be third-plus-generation Canadians with
low education levels and low-level jobs in sales, the services, trades and manufacturing. Most households can only
afford to rent units in older low-rise apartment buildings or ow n inexpensive single-detached houses. But being young
and nobile has its advantages: more than half noved in the past five years with the hope of clinbing the socioeconomric
ladder. Surveys show a desire to inprove their prospects in the popularity of online courses and management training
prograns. Without deep pockets, they engage in low-cost activities like going to parks, city gardens and auto shows. In
this segment, budget-conscious residents score high for the value Inportance of Frice.

Widely dispersed across Canada, Suburban Sports is one of the larger segnments, a suburban refuge for younger and
middle-aged fanilies. Originally built on exurban tracts in the 1960s and 1970s, the subdivisions have evolved into
conventional suburbs of small urban areas. Eght in ten households own a hone, typically a singled-detached house or
a duplex. The households are nearly evenly divided betw een couples and families, maintainers range from35 to 64, and
children are of all ages. Moderately educated, nost adults have conpleted high school or college and hold service
sector and blue-collar jobs in natural resources and the trades; thanks to dual incomres, these households earn solid,
upper-mddle-class incomes. Suburban Sports scores anmong the top segments for English-speaking residents,
reflecting its third-plus-generation Canadian population of nearly 70 percent. No doubt the presence of children affects
the popularity of family-friendly activities like snow boarding, baseball, basketball and swimming. But they also enjoy
watching sports, rooting for their favourite pro hockey, soccer and football teams. Not surprising, Suburban Sports
menbers score high for Frimecy of the Family, maeking personal sacrifices to meet the needs of their family.
