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COMMENTS FROM OUTGOING STUDENT MAYOR(S):

Mason Cooper of Portage View Public School provided comments on his term as Student Mayor. He thanked
his teachers and students at Portage View Public School for electing him as Student Mayor. Mason
highlighted several visits to City facilities including Fire Station No. 1, the Landfill and Barrie Police
Headquarters. In closing, Mason noted that his experience as Student Mayor was an eye opener on how local
municipal government functions and is so diverse. He commented that he felt the City was in great hands and
that he was thankful for the opportunity and experience.
